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“What is a Parish? Part 2 ~Reflections on the Pastoral Letter Series
Q: “What is a parish?”

A: “A parish is a definite community of the Chiast faithful established on a stable basis withipaaticular church; the
pastoral care is entrusted to a pastor as its otvepherd under the authority of the diocesan bishos the place where
all the faithful can be gathered together for than&ay celebration of the Eucharist. The parishiates the Christian peo-
ple into the ordinary expression of the liturgidié; it gathers them together for this celebratigntieaches Christ's saving
doctrine; it practices the charity of the Lord in@d works and brotherly love.”

Whew! That is a mouthful. The old Baltimore Cdison answered the question, “Why did God make you?26 words;
this definition of parish is 97 words long! It cemfrom the Catechism of the Catholic Church (CQRC78) and is the defi-
nition Bishop Ricken uses to reflect on the questidvhat is a parish?”

It is a “fairly comprehensive” definition, accordito the Bishop. We will spend the next severatkgan this Lincoln's
Log unpacking this definition.

Before we begin unpacking, let's start with sometext. The definition above comes from the thidt®n of the cate-
chism which discusses our “Life in Christ.” Thiction is further broken down into two parts. Tingt part deals with our
vocation to live as images of God destined to sktemal life with God. The second part of thistem is a reflection of
the meaning and application of the Ten Commandmahts in the second section that we find ouird&bn of a parish. It
appears under the discussion of the third commangrfiRemember to keep holy the Lord's Day.” Evesrenspecifically,
the parish is defined under the heading of the &ualicharist.

So, what does all that context mean? First, itmaghat the parish is a critical element in the waylive out our life in
Christ. Second, it emphasizes the centrality afday Eucharist in the life of a parish. Thirdjriks the parish to the con-
cept of “Holiness” which the Bishop began his lettéth.

There is an old expression, “The Eucharist make<thurch.” This context supports the idea thegt fhe Sunday Eucharist
that makes a parish.
