| would like to take this opportunity to thank you so much for
your help getting the word out to your members this past
tax season about the Volunteer Income Tax Assistance
(VITA) program in Waushara and Waupaca Counties that
CAP Services provided to free low income taxpayers. We
were able to complete over 180 returns, a significant
increase from the previous year of just over 50 returns. The
refunds totaled $319,874 for both the state and federal re-
turns combined for all of these tax payers. This averaged
out to $1,777 per return that taxpayers were able to get
back to use for their own needs. Many of those taxpayers
told us that they had heard about us in your church
bulletins. Thank you for assisting us in helping the
members of your churches and communities.

The 2011 tax season is rapidly approaching and there are
still so many taxpayers out there that need our help. Our
goal this year is to complete at least 225 returns in both
Waushara and Waupaca Counties. Again we need your
help. We are blessed to have most of our volunteers re-
turning. However, with the increased number of returns
that we need to prepare to reach our goal we will need
additional volunteers. If you could put an announcement in
your bulletins and on your websites to let your members
know we are looking for volunteers we would greatly
appreciate it. | have enclosed a recruitment flyer that you
may either use or make use of as a guideline.
